Godly leadership demands that we be servants in the spirit and attitude Jesus speaks of in Mark 10. Right
decisionmaking in the body of Christ requires that we see with spiritual eyes from God's perspective with

Movements in the Spiritual Discernment Process (Practical Tools): Spiritual discernment has two sides that are held in
relationship with each other: being and doing. To be discerning is to be steeped in the faith, like saints whose imsights wer
gifts from God. Doing discernment involves the individual and the community in a process that includes specific move-
ments and practices. The movements are not meant to become a mechanical set of procedures. Rather the movements are a
creative mix that can be adapted to the situation in which one is involved.

1. Identify the focus for discernment of God's will. Our focus is to be and do those things necessary to get to a
healthy spiritual place where we are able to select a pastor search committee and call the next permanent pastor who will
then join FBC as we work together to fulfill the mission and ministry Christ has for us in this community. That healthy
